¢ Procuring entities shall, within 2 months of the issue of this Order review all existing
eligibility norms and conditions with reference 10 sub-paragraphs 'a’ and ‘b’ above.

i Wnen a Nodal Ministry/Department identifies that Indian suppliers of an item
are not allowed to participate and/ or compete in procurement by any foreign
government, due 1© restrictive tender conditions which have direct or Indirect
efiect of barring Indian companies such as registration In the procurnng
country, execution of projects of specific value in the procuring country efc., it
shall provide such details to all its procuring entities including CMDs/CEOs of
PSEs/PSUs, State Governments and other procurement agencies under their
administrative control and GeM for appropriate reciprocal action
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i Entites of countries which have been identified by the nocal
Ministry/Department as not allowing Indian companies to participate in their
Government procurement for any item related to that nodal Ministry shall not
be allowed to participate in Government procurement in India for all items
related to that nodal Ministry/ Department, except for the list of items
published by the Ministry/ Department permitting their participation.

ii. The stipulation in (ii) above shall be part of all tenders invited by the Central
Government procuring entities stated in (i) above. All purchases on GeM shall

If foreign certification is required to be stpulated because of non-
availability of Ingian Standards and/or for any other reason, the same shall be done
only after written approval of Secretary of the Department concerned or any other
Authority having been designated such power by the Secretary of the Department
concemned.

15 Directions to Government companies In respect of Government companies anc
other procuring entities not governed by the General Financial Rules, the
administrative Ministry or Department shall issue policy directions requiring compliance
with this Order,

16, Standing Committee. A standing commitiee is hereby constituted with the following
membership:

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The Secretary of the Department concerned with a particular item shall be a member in
respect of issues relating to such item. The Chairman of the Committee may co-opt
technical experts as relevant to any Issue or class of issues under its consideration.

17 Functions of the Standing Committee. The Standing Committee shall meet as often
as necessary, but not less than once in SiX months. The Commitice

a. shall oversee the implementation of this order and Issues arising therefrom and
make recommendations to Nogal Ministries and procuring entities.

b. shall annually assess and periodically monitor compliance with this Order

¢ shall identify Nodal Ministries and the allocation of items among them for Issue of

d. may reguire furnishing of details or returns regarding compliance with this Order
and related matters

e. may, during the annual review or otherwise, assess issues, if any, where it is felt
that the manner of implemeniation of the order results in any restrictive practices,
cartelization or increase in public expenditure and suggest remedial measures

f may examine cases covered by paragraph 13 above relating to manufacture under
license/ technology transfer agreements with a view to satisfying itself that
adequate mechanisms exist for enforcement of such agreements and for attaining
the underlying objective of progressive indigenizaton

g. may consiger any other issue refating to this Order which may arise.

18 Removal of difficulties: Minisiries /Departments and the Boards of Directors of
Government companies may issue such clarifications and instructions as may be
necessary for the removal of any difficulties arising in the implementation of this Order.

18 Ministries having existing policies: Where any Ministry or Department has its own
policy for preference 10 local content approved by the Cabinet after 1* January 2015,
such poiicies will prevail over the provisions of this Order. All other existing orders on
preference to local content shall be reviewed by the Nodat Ministries and revised as
needed to conform to this Order, within two months of the issue of this Order.

20. Transitional provision This Order shall not apply 1o any tender or procurement for
which notice inviting tender or other form of procurement solicitation has been Issued
